Growing conditions 2016 
Fruit drop 
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Italy
• Average low crop at 678.000 T.

• Abate below 300.000 T and William with one of the
smallest crop at 156.000 T

• Temperature below average in spring to mid June – no
heath wave nor frost. Limited hail in Emilia Romagna,
Veneto and Piemont.

• Sizing satisfactory

• Picking a few days earlier than 2015.

• Slight decrease of surface
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Benelux

Belgium

• Conference remains over 300.000 T despite a 10% decline to last year

• Blossoming of Doyenne badly affected by cold and wet weather. Picking a
few days later than last year, but overall on average. Impact of wind and hails
(23 June). Conference size up to 3 mm larger than last year

• Conference acreage continue to increase (8.360 HA)

• Organic, 1% - processing 5% compared to 3% YAGO

The Netherlands

• Conference crop just below 290.000 T (5% up). Good growing conditions,
good size and normal colouring. Organic around 3%.
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Spain and Portugal

Spain

• The smallest crop of the last decade at 303.000 T, down from crop well
over 400.000 T in the past.

• Main production regions include Catalonia (136.000 T), La Rioja 
(55.000T), Aragon (40.000 T) and Murcia (22.000 T)

Portugal 

• Small crop at 134.000 T compared to potential, closer to 175.000 T. First 
estimate only, to be revised soon. 
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France

• Small crop - only smaller crop in 2012 and 2014

• Williams remain the largest but strong decline long term as well as 
Guyot shortage (in 2016)

• Impact of cold and rain during flowering

• Normal size

• Season to start one or two weeks later,  depending of regions

• Organic production is approx. 8%

• 17% to processing
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Other EU countries 

• Poland: 65.000T ( -19% YAGO but within 3 Y average)

• Greece: 43.000 T (-29% YAGO, -2% to 3 Y average) 

• Germany: 36.000 T (-16% YAGO and -11% to 3Y average)

• UK: 28.000 T (+12% to YAGO and 10 to 3 Y average)
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USA 
• Crop at 629.000 T

– lower than last year (-3%) 

– lower than 3Y average (-7%)

• No major weather issues, good pollinisation

• Sizing seems to be bigger than average and good colouring

• Slightly earlier picking

• Organic continue to increase (± 6% in Oregon/Washington vs 
3% in California).

• Limited new varieties, but increase acreage of 
Bartletts/Williams in OR and CAL

 Low production season  (including for two main varieties with 
49.000 T less  of Conference and 43.000 T less of Abate)  
 A positive starting point for a fresh start?

 A remedy to low prices of 2015/216? 

 Internally
 Consumption needs to be stimulated again

 Impact of Brexit: consequences of exchange rate ?

 Internationally 
 Still huge pressure due to the Russian embargo, industry to look for 

alternative and improved market access, but rather slow process!

 Low attractiveness of EU market for import to remain with lower crop?
