1. Adapting production practises

2. 3" consecutive dry cycle — impacting all areas (some more
severe) and knock-on impact of previous season.

3. Decline in demand for trees (nurseries)
4. Boreholes under pressure

5. Insufficient storage capacity and added pressure on existing
infrastructure

6. Good chilling units — late start to winter
7. Uncertainty in quantifying the impact & magnitude of drought
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
